The sHub provides a starting point for you to search for teaching and learning resources for 
sustainability, and other resources and tools for capability development: 


• Develop your understanding of sustainability and what it means for industries, jobs and 
trainers. 


• Find learning resources for topics and activities to support delivery of sustainability units or 
outcomes. 


• Ask about sustainability practices or resources you need or are interested in.  


• Promote and share sustainability resources you have discovered or created. 


• Stay in touch with news and local or state-wide events for sustainability and with your 
Institute as a training provider which is leading by example. 


• Identify and develop knowledge and skills for teaching or facilitating sustainability. 


• Get inspired to investigate opportunities for special projects working with your campus, local 
communities or business to help promote sustainable practices.

Develop case study questions for students 
to analyse case studies, or to check 
understanding. 


Bookmark  or post links to websites to a 
social media account, or link to websites 
in a Moodle or Sakai course to share with 
students. 


Develop a ‘learning wrap’ around selected 
website resources. Ie the wrap can 
sequence learning topics and link to 
relevant website resources. 


TAFE NSW staff may: 


- Download TAFE resources and upload 
them to a Moodle or Sakai course, 
server, or burn to CD for students to 
access. 


- Search for a TAFE resource in Equella; 
search using the resource title. Note 
that if you use Moodle for course 
delivery you can link straight to a 
TAFE resource in Equella from your 
Moodle course.  


- Use TAFE resources for self-paced or 
flexible learning programs. You are 
free to re-cycle or customise TAFE 
resources for delivery.

Review case studies for projects where 
communities and/or training providers, 
including TAFE, undertake improvements, 
awareness and training partnerships. 
These may include local government and 
regional development projects. 


Check the TAFE Calendar of Events for 
what’s happening in your Institute and 
campus. 


Talk about sustainability when you attend 
local events and find out about the 
potential for partnerships with local 
business or community groups/events. 
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For PD and workforce development coordinators 
The sHub provides you with a platform to assist you to engage teachers with sustainability, facilitate 
collaborative learning, and identify key sources for industry-related information and professional 
learning: 


• Provide teaching and learning resources for sustainability for teachers/staff undertaking 
programs or information sessions on sustainability. 


• Develop collaborative learning sessions or programs for teachers/staff. 


• Engage teachers/staff in sustainability programs, events and partnerships. 


• Assist teachers/staff to find higher level or specific qualifications or units to suit their needs 
and aspirations.

‘For teachers’. 


- Discussion: What are the gaps in 
digital resources for delivery of 
required courses/units/outcomes? 
Are there strategies and tools that 
teachers can use to pool their 
research and content sources to fill 
gaps and share amongst the 
group? 


- Discussion: How do you share 
online resources with your 
students? What tools or services 
are appropriate for your students? 
Share your learning and tips 
amongst the group.

- Unpacking Training Package 
requirements for sustainability 
units or other outcomes 


- Leading by example: transforming 
or improving sustainability in the 
classroom, delivery approaches or 
simulation facilities/services. 


- Pedagogy for sustainability: What 
are the principles and challenges 
for teaching and learning 
sustainability practices for your 
learner groups? Devise a set of 
‘principles for the way we will 
facilitate and foster learning for 
sustainability. What are ‘selling 
points’ or opportunities that 
existing workers or job seekers 
could tap into, eg knowledge of up-
to-date practices, materials, niche 
markets, new markets, green skills 
jobs, new industries. Why is 
knowledge about sustainability 
practices, industries, products and 
services valuable to job seekers or 
workers? 


- What qualifications or training 
does a sustainability trainer need in 
order to deliver … ? Consider 
industry requirements,  learner 
needs, AQF standards and local 
RTO requirements. 


For TAFE NSW staff: 


The sHub is available as a platform you 
can use to facilitate local or cross-
Institute forums and other activities 
online. Activities include forums, wikis 
and databases which group members 
can contribute to.  


Activities can be set up which are 
private or ‘open’. Institute facilitators 
can be given appropriate permissions 
to edit activities, add members, and set 
permissions for group members.

For TAFE NSW staff: 


- Demonstrate the process to login 
to the sHub for the first time.
